1. You leave the campsite between camping spots 2 and 3 with the riding arena (and horse stable) on your right. 

(= Notenlaan) At the road, turn right. Drive on the D120 for approximately 1400 m. There, at the C101, take 

the fork on the left (= direction Caréal / Route de la Forêt) – keep left at the fork (not Tarradel – becomes 

Route d’ Agassas) – right at the fork (= direction Le Range du Bel Air). 

2. At the intersection at C202, turn left (= dir. Labretonie). Follow zigzag road to intersection C201 with stop 

sign. Cross straight (= dir. Hautesvignes) – T-junction left (= dir. 2.5 Hautesvignes – Route d'Agmé). 

3. At the intersection at Route du Marès, turn right – at the junction, keep left (not Rieublanc). At the Capot 

intersection with the stop sign, turn right. Continue on the D299 to Gontaud-de-Nogaret. 

4. At end of road, turn right (follow cycle route). At the church, make a ‘toertje’* stop – after the bakery, turn 

left at the intersection (= Rue de la Poste) – intersection/roundabout at Marie (= town hall) go straight on 

D641 (direction Tonneins) – 2nd paved road on the left Chemin du Gibra (direction Fleurs). Y-junction keep 

right – at the intersection after the cemetery, turn left – Y-junction right (not direction Moulin de Gibra). 

1st paved road at Route du Cateau, turn left. T-junction on the left, which immediately bends to the right – 

T-junction turn left. 

5. T-junction on the right (direction Tonneins). Ignore Chemin de Couralet. At the intersection, at the stop 

sign, go straight ahead (Rue André Thévet) – intersection at a triangular grassy area with a white memorial 

on the left (C4 direction Tonneins – Route des Ailes Brisées) – T-junction at sign C4 Hautevignes, turn left 

(Route de Latané) (ignore Route de Gautrenque). A little further on, you will see a former monastery in the 

Grand Jean district. (See information overleaf.) Ignore Route de Barrat. At the intersection with give way sign, 

go straight ahead (Route de Pélissier). Ignore Couralet – turn left after house number 771 (at the white 

warehouse - Route de Bernicon).

At the T-junction, turn right at the priority sign – narrow road via Tolzac – straight ahead at the intersection 

(= C4 towards Hautesvignes). Ignore Cayre and, a little further on, Vigneron. 

7. At the next junction, turn right (Route de Villotes) – At the T-junction, turn left at the crossroads – then 

turn left (C208 towards Bardinau / Route de Larrieu) – at the top of the junction, keep right – at the 

intersection, turn left (C2 towards Vieux Varés). Ignore Sarrès – at the junction at C3, turn left (direction 

Hautesvignes) – then turn right at the junction. 

8. T-junction at D299, turn right (direction Verteuil d’A.) to D120 – at the intersection, at the stop sign, go 

straight ahead (direction Monclar). 

9. At the C4 junction, turn left (direction Lamourette – Route de l’Escale). At the T-junction, turn right at the 

priority sign – take the first paved road on the right (direction Brugnac) – at the cemetery, turn left onto 

the D314 towards the village of Verteuil-d’Agenais – at the T-junction, turn right – continue on the D120 to 

the campsite. 

 

The bakery is closed on Mondays. 

*Toertje = Antwerp dialect for "pie." 

 

Passionist monastery called Latané 
 

The initiative for the construction in 1878 came from Madame Léonie de Chaussenque, an heiress and devotee. 

She donated the land and a building fund to establish a monastery for the Passionist Fathers (a congregation of 

itinerant preachers). The monastery was built according to plans by Bordeaux architect Jean-Jules Mondet. Henri 

Rouleau was the mason. The Passionist monks resided there until 1935.
